     The Defense Supply Center Philadelphia (DSCP) Guiding Principles for Acquisition (DGPA) is issued by the direction of the Commander, DSCP pursuant to the authority contained in Subpart 1.3 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR), Defense FAR Supplement (DFARS) and the Defense Logistics Acquisition Directive (DLAD).  The DGPA implements/supplements the FAR, DFARS, DLAD and other DoD acquisition publications.  It establishes policies and delegation of authority governing the acquisition of supplies and services by DSCP and its field organizations.

     In order to meet some of the challenges regarding local acquisition policy that DSCP would face when the two centers came together, the DGPA was developed.  The DGPA replaces the DSCP Contracting Policy Manual (CPM) and the DISC Purchase Procedures (DPP), which were used as its foundation.  The DGPA was released in six segments based on the General Structure of the FAR.  The first segment, containing Parts one through twelve inclusive, was released on December 31, 1997.  The second segment, containing Parts thirteen through eighteen inclusive (eighteen is reserved), was released on August 28, 1998.  The third segment, containing Parts nineteen through twenty-six inclusive (twenty and twenty-one are reserved; twenty-five was released under separate cover as Contracting & Production Policy Memorandum 99-14), was released on March 29, 1999.  The fourth segment, containing Parts twenty-seven through forty-one inclusive (forty is reserved; thirty-two was released under separate cover as Contracting & Production Policy Memorandum 02-05; thirty-three was released under separate cover as Contracting & Production Policy Memorandum 00-11), was released on December 20, 1999.  The fifth segment containing Parts forty-two through fifty-one inclusive (forty-nine was released under separate cover as Contracting & Production Policy Memorandum 04-19), was released on December 6, 2000.  The sixth segment, containing Parts fifty-two, fifty-three, ninety and ninety-one (fifty-three was released under separate cover as Contracting & Production Policy Memorandum 03-07), was released on June 10, 2002.

     Recommendations to change or improve the DGPA should be submitted, through channels, to the Policy, Programs and Contract Integrity Division of the Office of Procurement Management (DSCP-PP).
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This manual supersedes Parts 1 through 91, DSCPM 4105.7, 7 January 1992, and Parts 1 through 110, DPP, August 1994.
