2. BACKGROUND:

Clif Bar & Company today announced a voluntary recall of CLIF(R) and LUNA(R) branded bars that contain
peanut butter because the products have the potential to be contaminated with Salmonella. The recalled
products contain peanut butter manufactured by Peanut Corporation of America (PCA). PCA is the focus of an
investigation by the U.S. Food and Drug Administration (FDA) concerning a recent Salmonella outbreak
thought to be caused by tainted peanut butter.

normal distribution channel with which the product was received (i.e. Distribution Centers, Prime
Vendors, Manufacturers).

b. Ships at sea are authorized to destroy or dispose of recalled products at their discretion.
Documentation for the number of pounds and cases, and any additional pertinent information must be
signed by the Accountable Officer and is required for the purpose of recouping to the government the
cost of the product involved. In order to get credit please use a SF 364 and forward to your supporting
FISC and copy furnished to NAVSUP 51. Your supporting FISC should forward to the account
manager at DSCP. The form should include the number of the recall authorizing the survey action.
Home ported ships/gallies will utilize DD form 1149 to transfer w/ reimbursement to the PV. The PV
will submit credit invoice to the account manager at DSCP.
