2. BACKGROUND:

Palmer Candy Company, is voluntarily recalling the certain items because it has the potential to contain
salmonella.

The Palmer Candy Company initiated the voluntary recall in response to a recall issued by Zachery Candy, a
supplier of some of the Peanut Clusters and Bridge Mix for Palmer Candy Company. Zachery Candy has
indicated that they are included in the expanded recall by Peanut Corporation of America (PCA). PCA's
expanded recall now includes all peanuts and peanut-related products from PCA's Blakely, Georgia, plant
from January 2007 to present. The FDA is investigating an outbreak of Salmonella targeted at PCA's Blakely
plant.

Palmer Candy has not received any consumer illness complaints associated with its products
